CONSENT CALENDAR ITEMS PULLED FOR DISCUSSION 
A. Authorization to purchase pump motors for water pump stations 2 & 4 and to incur installation costs for a total not to exceed amount of $40,000.

Mr. McKay was queried on the necessity to switch from gas engines to electric motors for the pumps at Stations 2 and 4.  Mr. McKay explained that the conversion of two gas engines at backup pumps located at Station #2 and Station #4, to electric motors was necessary to use the generators at these locations. This will allow KGID to convert them to electric power and control so that pumping capacity is more efficient. Quotes from Reed Electric, Applied Industrial and Industrial Electrical were reviewed and discussed.

M-5/2/11-2 – Motion by Vogt, seconded by Yanish, and unanimously passed to approve the purchase pump motors for water pump stations 2 & 4.

NEW BUSINESS
Authorization to use Bill’s Inspection Service to provide inspection services for the 2011 Water Metering Project – Multi-Family

Inspection services were included at the rate of $85/hr for one external inspector, and they agreed to reduce the rate to $45/hr.  However, this project requires both an external and internal inspector.  Bill’s Inspection service will provide both an external inspector, as well as a qualified internal inspector for the project at the rate of $40/hr for each, not to exceed the amount of $50,000.  Inspection costs (for two inspectors) for the project if Farr West were retained:  approximately $72,000 vs. $43,200 if Bill’s Inspection Service is retained. Bill’s Inspection Service will also add KGID as in additional insured under their liability insurance.
